Application Guidelines

1. The Central Florida Political Leadership Institute is a non-partisan initiative of BusinessForce that equips and trains emerging leaders who have an interest in supporting business as an important voice in the political process and who may one day choose to run for elected office.   The Institute is not a training program for campaign workers, consultants and volunteers. 
2. The program is primarily designed for those who may consider running for office in two to four years or beyond.
3. The selection process is highly competitive and will be limited to only about 25 participants from throughout Central Florida.
4. Participants are chosen by a committee, which may ask for a personal interview.  Selections are then brought before the BusinessForce Executive Committee.
5. Acceptance into the program does not automatically guarantee a future endorsement or support from BusinessForce.
6. There is no cost to participants thanks to the support of our sponsors.  The time commitment consists of mandatory attendance at our two-day (Friday/Saturday) Leadership School normally held in February (date to be announced), quarterly gatherings (usually 2 hours each) and one-on-one meetings with mentors throughout the year.  Participants are also often invited to some BusinessForce gatherings and briefings. 

7. Participation in the Institute’s annual Leadership School is mandatory for acceptance into the program.  Failure to frequently participate in mentoring opportunities and events beyond the Leadership School may result in a participant being dropped from the program.
